The Anthropoid Coffins of the Third Intermediate Period from Thebes and
their Contribution to the Study of Religious and Funerary Symbolism at the
Dawn of the First Millennium BC,

The doctoral dissertation, titled “The Anthropoid Coffins of the Third Intermediate
Period from Thebes and their Contribution to the Study of Religious and Funerary
Symbolism at the Dawn of the First Millennium BC,” conducted by PhD Candidate
of the University of the Aegean (Department of Mediterranean Studies: Archaeology,
Linguistics, International Relations) Deratsa Erato-Maria, under the supervision of
Professor Panagiotis H. M. Kousoulis explores the typology, iconography, and
symbolic function of anthropoid coffins as key expressions of religious and funerary
ideology during the Third Intermediate Period. The study focuses on two unpublished
artefacts from the Egyptian Collection of the National Archaeological Museum of
Athens — the anthropoid coffin inv. number EG 3413 and the mummy cover inv.
number EG 3424 .

Through detailed analysis of their decoration, inscriptions, and iconographic
programs, the research highlights the dual role of these anthropoid coffins as
protective and regenerative entities, embodying the identification of the deceased
with Osiris and the restoration of cosmic order under the goddess Maat. The study
further examines the artistic and theological developments marking the transition
from the New Kingdom to the Third Intermediate Period, a time characterized by
both material challenges and spiritual renewal within Egyptian funerary tradition.

A comparative study with other coffins of the same period allows for the
recognition of common workshop practices, iconographic conventions, and regional
variations reflecting diverse theological interpretations within the Theban context.
Overall, the thesis demonstrates that anthropoid coffins functioned as self-contained
ritual systems where body, word and image were unified to ensure protection,
transition, and eternal rebirth. The study is of innovative character, as it presents for
the first time a thorough examination of the two coffins, which had remained
unpublished for at least 130 years in the collection of the National Archaeological
Museum of Athens. Their detailed documentation and analysis provide new evidence
regarding their typology, iconography and theological significance, contributing
substantially to a deeper understanding of the funerary rituals and belief systems of
the Third Intermediate Period. It thus contributes to a deeper understanding of the
interrelationship between religion, society and material culture in the funerary art of
early first-millennium Egypt.
